Restaurant Review: Il Bistro
Tucked away under the Market, you’ll need to walk down the cobblestone alley beside the market information kiosk to find Il Bistro. This long-time Seattle staple for over 25 years has a warm and casual ambience and serves a classic Italian fare. There’s no stuffiness or pretension and the dim lighting, and oak floors make one feel very comfortable. The night we went the dining room was completely filled so we went into the ‘step-down’ bar and ate there. It too was busy and full of people enjoying wine, beer, and martinis.
The spinach salad was superb - we could’ve stopped there and been happy. It was fresh baby spinach with pancetta, pears & Cambozola served with citrus balsamic vinaigrette. For the main dish, we ordered the traditional lasagna and the Risotto Del Giorno. The lasagna was perfect – prepared with ground veal, cheeses and herbs. The risotto was quite tasty with chicken, cheeses, and asparagus. Servings were generous and we both left with some excellent food for the next day’s lunch.
This fine restaurant is in the heart of the market and just steps away from WFL. If you enjoy good Italian food and friendly service, you’ll like Il Bistro.
